They ELM Wednesd
looked at how the plants eventually grew big enough to OAK The ZS ay
become produce. To replicate a plant life cycle, the children HIPERELY
found natural resources and laid them out to show how the
plants grew and changed over time.

Please remember
your child will need
an appropriate Forest
School kit of long
sleeved top, trousers
and wellies, for their
session.

The children used a similar process when considering the life
cycles of insects and birds. They considered the habitat with
which the creature lived and how they grow over time. Using
roleplay, the children showed the different elements of the
Life cycles.

Within 'Little Squirrels' Nursery and Beech Class, children
have explored the life cycles of caterpillars to butterflies.
The children have watched and investigated caterpillars in
a special growing kit, where they will then keep an eye on
them until they are ready to be set free as butterflies.

All children were excited to learn that their growing efforts
had resulted in cucumbers that were ripe enough to be
picked! Children were able to sample the food they had
grown as the cucumbers were shared between classes for
taste testing. It created a real hubbub in school as all
children were excited to realise their growing efforts from the
seeds they had planted, to the plants they had nurtured had
resulted in such a great crop.
